A rule 
that went into effect July 6, 2010 requires contractors to follow lead-safe work  
practices.  All contractors performing  renovation, repair or painting work in homes built 
before 1978 must complete the EPA training and certifications to comply with the new 
lead rules. 
 
Lead is a toxic metal that was used for many years in products found in and around our 
homes. Lead also can be emitted into the air from motor vehicles and industrial sources, 
and lead can enter drinking water from plumbing materials. Lead may cause a range of 
health effects, from behavioral problems and learning disabilities, to seizures and death. 
Children six years old and under are most at risk. 
 

The Lead Safe Certification qualifies Gold Crest Homes to test, clean, renovate, remodel 
and repair buildings completed prior to 1978.  All buildings with paint more than 30 
years old should be tested and inspected for lead. If the paint does in fact contain lead, 
it is highly suggested that a professional crew be hired to remove it as soon as possible. 
Lead paint should not be removed by anyone but trained professionals because it is 
very toxic and is considered hazardous waste.
